The Terminology used in these Program Structures are.

Discipline Specific Core (DSC) refers to Core Courses/Papers in a Core Discipline/ Subject/Interdisciplinary subject
Discipline Specific Elective (DSE) refers to Elective Courses/Papers in the Core Subject or Discipline/ Interdisciplinary subject.
Open Electives (OE) refer to Elective Courses/Papers in a non-core Multidisciplinary Subject across all disciplines.

Curriculum and Credit Framework or Program Structures also contain Ability Enhancement Courses (AEC) (Languages),
Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC) and Value-Added Courses.

Pedagogy involves L+T+P model. Generally, subjects with practical involve L+P, while the subjects without practical involve L+T
model. The numbers in parentheses indicate credits allotted to various courses/papers as per definitions of Choice Based Credit System
(CBCS). Generally, 1 hour of Lecture or 2 hours of practical/field work per week in a semester is assigned one credit. Generally, core
subject theory courses/papers will have 3 or 4 credits, while practical are assigned 2 or 3 credits.

Selection of Open electives: Open Electives are Courses from other Disciplines (3 courses of 3 credits each, a total of 9 credits in the first
two years)

e Students are not allowed to choose or repeat courses as open electives already undergone at the higher secondary level (12th class)
All UG students are required to undergo 3 introductory-level courses relating to any of the broad disciplines given below. These courses are
intended to broaden the intellectual experience and form part of liberal arts and science education. Students are not allowed to choose or
repeat courses from major and minor stream under this category. That is, if the core subjects/subjects of a student come under the group A,
he/she has to choose open electives from a group other than A given below. If the core subjects/subjects of a student come under the grou
A and B, he/she has to choose open electives from a group other than A and B given below. The groups are made as follows:

A) Natural and Physical Sciences: Students can choose basic courses from disciplines such as Natural Science. The subjects include Biology,
Botany, Zoology, Biotechnology, Biochemistry, Chemistry, Physics, Biophysics, Microbiology, Electronics, Astronomy and
Astrophysics, Earth and Environmental Sciences.

B) Mathematics, Statistics, and Computer Applications: Courses under this category will facilitate the students to use and apply tools and
techniques in their major and minor disciplines. Basic courses under this category will be helpful for science and social science in data
analysis and the application of quantitative tools. The subjects include mathematics, statistics, and computer application including
training in programming software like Python among others and applications software like STATA, SPSS, Tally, etc.
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C) Library and Information/Media Sciences: Courses from this category will help the students to understand the recent developments in
information and media science. The subjects include journalism, mass media, and communication, library and information science.

D) Commerce and Management: Courses include business management, accountancy, finance, financial institutions, fintech, etc.,

E) Humanities & Social Sciences: The courses relating to Social Sciences, that are, Economics, History, Political Science, Psychology,
Social Work, Sociology, etc. will enable students to understand the individuals and their social behaviour, society, and nation. Students
be introduced to survey methodology and available large-scale databases for India. The courses under humanities include, Comparative
Literature, Arts & Creative expressions Creative Writing and Literature, language(s), Philosophy, etc., and interdisciplinary courses
relating to humanities. The list of Courses that can include interdisciplinary subjects such as Cognitive Science, Environmental Studies,
Gender Studies, Global Environment & Health, International Relations, Political Economy and Development, Sustainable
Development, Women’s and Gender Studies, etc. will be useful to understand society
